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1.0 HIMACHAL PRADESH UNIVERSITY

The Himachal Pradesh University, named after the state of Himachal Pradesh, was
founded on 2% July, 1970. The University is located at Summer Hill, a suburb of Shimla at
its western end, at a distance of about 4 km from the main town. The Railway Station,
Summer Hill is around 5 minutes walk from the campus. Summer Hill as a place is well
connected through rail, road and air. The airport located at a place called Jubbaabatit is
20 km from this place. This University is catering to the academics and research needs of
students in the areas covering Computer Science, Physical Scienc&sgidioes, Social
Sciences, Commerce, Management Studies, Education, Law, LanguadasniRgrArts &
Physical Education etc. All the colleges in the territorial jurisdiction of Himachal Pradesh are
affiliated to this University.

Besides, this University runs an evening college, especially for the employees of
recognized estaldhments and University College of Business Studies, for running bachelor
degree courses in Computer Applications and Business Administration.

Since 2006, the Department has also started running a full time Rgsger of Technology
(Computer Science)i.e. M. Tech. (CS) programme spread over 4 semesters. The course is
aimed at, in addition to other objectives, bridging the gap between the academic and
professional requirements of the society at large. The curricula for this programmes matches
the best in the countrgnd has also been thoroughly updated recently in 2010. The whole of
the fourth semester of this programme is dedicated to a dissertation work where each student
is required to work on some contemporary research problem related to different areas of
compuer science, technology or their applications.

2.3.3 RESERVATION FOR MCA
a) Subsidized Seats

() 50% seats shall be reserved for the graduates of dhimhdradesh University or
H.P Krishi Vishvavidyalaya or Dr. Y.S. Parmdiniversity of Horticulture anéorestry and
the remaining 50% seats, shall be filled from the open quota, in which the graduates of this
University shall also be eligible to compete through competitive test.

(i) 15% and7.5% of the seats shall be reserved for bonafide Himachali Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes candidates respectively who have passed the qualifying
examination from any University established by law in India which is equivalent to the
qualifying examination of H.P. University.

(i) One supernumerary seat shall be reserved for Himachali bonafide only child who
is a girl. In this respect, an affidavit issued by a competent authority shall have to be
submitted.

b) Non-Subsidized seats:

2.3.4.2Non-Subsidized Seats Only:

In addition to the fees mentioned in the previous section, a candidates admitted under
Non-Subsdized category shall also have to pay a consolidated fee of Rs.5QR0pEes
fifty thousand only) per annum. This fee shall be deposited in the Department of Computer
Science in the form of demand draft in favour of Chairman, Department of ComputereScie
H.P. University, Shimla 171005. These dues have to be deposited at the time of admission to
the £, 39 & 5" Semesters. This fee shall not cover any boarding, lodging, medical, travel and
other personal expenses.

2.3.5 COUNSELING

The counseling shall be held in the H.P. University campus for admission kGlae
course202. The candidates are required to check the website of the Department
(www.hpues.ac.i) or http://hpuniv.nic.in for the results, merit list and counseling
schedules. No separate result cards and intimation regarding counseling shall be sent to the
candidates. The counseling shall be held strictly as per the duly published counseling schedule
posted on the websit&he candidate has to attend the counseling in person along with all the
original testimonials such as D.O.B. proof, 10+2, graduation, bonafide resident, proof of only
child who is a girl, proof of category etc.

2.3.5.1Resolving a Tie:

Thefollowing Formulae shall be adopted to resolve a tie for Admission:

(i) Further if the tie is still not resolved, the candidate younger in age shall be admitted
first.

2.3.5.2Refusal for Admission:

A candidate will be refused admission to the course if he/she does not fulfill minimum
eligibility conditions, provided that the Vie8hancdbr shall have the power to permit age
relaxation for reasons to be recorded in writing up to a maximum of 6 months. Provided
further that age bar shall not apply in the case efenvice students and the State Gowt. /
Govt. of India nominees. Not withstding anything contained in the foregoing rules, a
student shall be refused admission if his conduct during any previous stay in University has
been unsatisfactory. Such student shall, however, have the right to appeal to the Vice
Chancellor whose decisighall be final. A student who has been expelled or rusticated shall

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not be admitted to any course of study in the University without the prior approval of the
Vice-Chancellor.

2.3.6 SCHEME OF EXAMINATION IN MCA

English shall be the medium of instruction axaraination. The pass marks shall be
40% in each written paper and in the internal assessment separately, and 40%vatejva
project work and semester course and 50% in the aggregate subject to the conditions that
aggregate shall be determined at the ehthe examination. Other rules shall be as per the
rules of the university.

2.3.6.1Theory Papers:

Each paper will be of 100 marks (75 marks for theory exam and 25 marks for internal
assessment) and duration of each paper will be 3 hours. In each theorynpapguestions
are to be set. Two questions are to set from each Unit and candidate is required to attempt at
least one question from each unit. Question number nine will be compulsory, which will be of
short answer type with-50 parts, out of the eméi syllabus. In all, five questions are to be
attempted.

2.3.6.2Practical Examination:

In sixth semester, the Chairman/Head of the Department will assigrde/sypervisor, to
each candidate for his/her project work. The candidate shall be required to maintain his/her

least two seminars on his/her project work. Eaadent is required to submit three copies of
his/her project reports in the Department after completion of the project work which will be
evaluated by external examiner.
